The next federal reporting deadline under section 1512 of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) is July 10, 2010.  It will incorporate activity from April 1 to June 30, 2010 on spending, revenue and jobs. In order to accurately capture jobs information, we will continue to collect that data at the vendor, sub-recipient and sub-recipient vendor levels.  For this report, that will again be done via an online database at https://arra.state.ma.us.     

The state anticipates opening access to the database on June 4. The initial deadline to complete the forms will be Friday, June 25, 2010.

Again, for every hour of work that is funded by ARRA, you should be prepared to provide the breakout by age, gender, ethnicity, disability status and employee residence zip code. If those vendors used the funds to support their own employees, you will need to provide the additional demographic information for them as well.
